Acrylic bath care & maintenance instructions

» Cleaning should be done immediately after use, whilst the bath is still warm.

Clean the bath thoroughly with warm, soapy water regularly after use.
This will stop a build up of dirt and soap residue.

After cleaning, rinse thoroughly with clean water.

« Minor scratches can be polished out with a polishing compound such as T-Cut

Avoid leaving lit cigarettes or any other heat source on or near the surface
of the bath.

Do not bring into contact with sharp-edged or pointed objects.

Warning:
« Abrasive powder cleaners may scratch the surface of your bath.

« Highly coloured bath oils, bathing products and hair dyes can stain
the surface of your acrylic bath.

« Care should be taken when using nail polish remover (acetone) or products
containing ammonia near your bath, as these can damage the bath surface.
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
